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Heaven Has an Open Window

Heaven’s window signifies an outpouring of spiritual and
temporal blessings in the form of opportunities .There are
times God will create unusual special occasions/ moments in
the form of an open window of blessings that we as God’s
people can take advantage and access things that will be
beneficial for us. The word window has a significant spiritual
meaning in the Hebrew, window (Heb. .arubba, hallon,
mehezd; an opening in the wall of a house, it could be opened
as needed (2 Kgs. 13:17), and was often covered with a lattice
through which one could look out (Judg. 5:28; 2 Sam. 6:16
par. 1 Chr. 15:29; Prov. 7:6). Biblically windows were usually
small and few in number, in order to keep temperatures inside
the house warm in winter and cool in summer. The Clouds are
also metaphorically called the “windows of heaven” (Gen.
7:11; Mal. 3:10).

Each New Year, our loving God creates more opportunities in the form of spiritual open windows, but sadly
many of these moments are forfeited or go unrecognized because we are looking for something else bigger and
better. It is our responsibility to take advantage and seize our God-given moments to fulfill our destiny. Some
of these opportunities might appear risky, small, insignificant, and possibly not logical to the human mind but
through scripture we find that Christ illustrates to us the power of FAITH and the Assurance that is needed to
see an Open Window. Christ will never leave us or forsake us in the risk, just as he beckons his disciples to
launch out in the deep, (Luke 5; 4-6).

God sometimes will bring us to a place where nothing is working anymore as it used to, and we have
exhausted all human means and possibilities, nor does it make sense as in the past. Emptiness is what we find,
and what we need, to see this window, in order to fully see the spiritual blessings in our lives. The problem is
many people of faith are accustomed to doing things in “their own strength, using their own wisdom, and
abilities”.

God’s
spiritual blessings will only be limited by our capacity for receiving them, then the windows of heaven will
close. That is why we must understand the meaning of seasons, as the writer in Eccles. 3 pro-claims “there is a
time for everything”. Don’t allow sin, pride, and a strong-will close your window. Honor, obedience, and trust
are elements that will open those windows. Christ can surpass our hopes and thoughts (Eph. 3:20). It is my
hope that as you enter a new year that you become spiritually aware to look for the open window in your life.
God sometimes creates a window before God opens the door. Always re-member the window does not stay
open forever. It is my prayer that you look for the window.
